UPON THE APPLICATION of Lynx Air Holdings Corporation and 1263343 Alberta 

Inc. dba Lynx Air (the “Applicants”); AND UPON having read the Application, the agreement 

dated March 21, 2024 between The Boeing Company (“Boeing”) and the Applicants (the 

“Termination Agreement”), the Confidential Affidavit of Michael Woodward sworn February 

22, 2024, the Affidavit of Michael Woodward sworn March 25, 2024, and the Confidential 

Affidavit of Michael Woodward sworn March 25, 2024; AND UPON reading the Second Report 

of FTI Consulting Canada Inc. in its capacity as monitor of the Applicants (the “Monitor”), filed 

March 27, 2024 and the Confidential Supplement to the Second Report of the Monitor dated March
