DEBTORS’ MOTION PURSUANT TO 11 U.S.C. §§ 105(A) AND 365 AND FED. R. BANKR. P. 6006 AND 9014 FOR ENTRY OF AN ORDER AUTHORIZING THE REJECTION OF CERTAIN EXECUTORY CONTRACTS AND UNEXPIRED LEASES

	Enter Draft Order Text Here: This matter having come before the Court on Debtors’ Motion Pursuant to 11 U.S.C. §§ 105(a) and 365 and Fed. R. Bankr. P. 6006 and 9014 for Entry of an Order Authorizing the Rejection of Certain Executory Contracts and Unexpired Leases (the “Motion” and all capitalized terms used herein shall have the meaning set forth in the Motion unless otherwise so stated); the Court having reviewed the Motion; the Court having found that (a) the Court has jurisdiction over this matter pursuant to 28 U.S.C. §§ 157 and 1334, (b) venue is proper in this district pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1408 and 1409, (c) this is a core proceeding pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 157(b), (d) notice of the Motion having been sufficient under the circumstances; and the Court having determined that the legal and factual basis set forth in the Motion establish just cause for the relief granted herein;

    IT IS HEREBY ORDERED as follows:

    1. The Motion is GRANTED as set forth herein.

    2. All objections to the Motion or the relief requested therein that have not been made, withdrawn, waived, or settled, and all reservations of rights included therein, hereby are overruled on the merits.

    3. Notice of the Motion was proper, timely, adequate and sufficient under the particular circumstances.

    4. The Debtors are hereby authorized to reject the Rejected Contracts, including those listed on Exhibit A of the Motion. To the extent there is any conflict between the list of executory contracts and unexpired leases listed in the Assumption Motions and the Rejected Contracts, the Assumption Motions shall control as to the executory contracts and unexpired leases being assumed.

    5. The rejection of the Rejected Contracts shall take effect immediately upon entry of this Order, and no other or further notice of rejection is required.

    6. The contract counterparties and lessors to the Rejected Contracts must file proofs of claim relating to rejection damages so as to be received no later than thirty (30) calendar days after the entry of this Order.  

    7. If  any  Debtor  has  deposited  funds  with  any contract counterparty or lessor to a Rejected Contract, such counter party may not setoff or otherwise use such deposit without the prior authority of the Court or agreement of the Debtors. 

    8. All rights and defenses of the Debtors are preserved, including all rights and defenses of the Debtors with respect to a claim for damages arising as a result of the rejection of a contract or lease or any claims of the Debtors arising prior to rejection.  

    9. Nothing in this Order or the Motion shall limit the Debtors’ ability to subsequently assert that any particular contract or lease is terminated and is no longer an executory contract or unexpired lease. 

    10. Notwithstanding any provision in the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure to the contrary, the Debtors are not subject to any stay in the implementation, enforcement or realization of the relief granted in this Order, and the Debtors may, in their discretion and without further delay, take any action and perform any act necessary to implement the relief granted in this Order.

    11. This Court shall retain jurisdiction with respect to all matters relating to the interpretation or implementation of this Order.
