ENDORSEMENT

[1] This Endorsement applies to all three of the ongoing CCAA proceedings.

[2] The current Stay of Proceedings expires today. The Sanction Motion for all three
Applicants has yet to conclude. Consequently, it is necessary to extend the Stay of Proceedings
until such time as the determination of the Sanction Motion has been made.

[3] In arriving at this conclusion, it is necessary to make certain factual determinations. I am
satisfied that the three Monitors and the Court-Appointed Mediator have and continue to act in
good faith and with due diligence.

[4] The record also confirms that the three Applicants have the necessary cash resources to
sustain operations until such time as a determination has been made on the Sanction Motion.

[5] The Stay of Proceedings is therefore extended to Monday, March 3, 2025, or such date
as the determination of the Sanction Motion has been released.
